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Executive Summary

A range of issues has emerged within Sri Lanka’s prison system, primarily concerning 
inadequate infrastructure and the lack of justice-centred treatment for prisoners. In 
many prisons, the number of inmates exceeds the designed capacity by two to three 
times, forcing detainees to endure harsh living conditions with inadequate sanitation 
facilities that fail to meet basic human needs. These conditions have had a detrimental 
impact on the physical and mental health of the inmates.

Most prison infrastructure dates back to the colonial era, and due to years of neglect 
and lack of essential maintenance, dilapidated buildings, inadequate lighting, poor 
ventilation, and underdeveloped sanitation systems are now common features with-
in the prisons. Due to resource shortages and administrative inefficiencies, essential 
maintenance and renovation efforts have been hindered, creating an unsafe environ-
ment for both inmates and prison staff.

In addition to infrastructure issues, there is also a severe shortage of staff. Accord-
ing to the 2021–2025 Prison Reform Implementation Plan, by 2025, approximately 
1,800 staff vacancies will have been reported. This shortage has led to challenges in 
ensuring prisoner safety, providing healthcare, distributing food, and managing other 
essential maintenance operations. As a result of this staff shortage, inmates have been 
deprived of adequate access to essential services. 

The national legal framework governing Sri Lanka’s prisons is largely based on the 
Prisons Ordinance of 1877 and its related regulations. These colonial-era laws have 
now become obsolete and are inadequate to meet modern human rights standards. 
Sri Lanka has ratified the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (IC-
CPR), the United Nations Convention Against Torture (UNCAT), and the Standard 
Minimum Rules for the Treatment of Prisoners (the Mandela Rules), which establish 
international human rights norms and minimum standards for the treatment of pris-
oners. However, in practice, these international standards appear to be largely disre-
garded in matters concerning prisoners. The continuous application of the Prevention 
of Terrorism Act (PTA) has subjected detainees and those held under its provisions 
to distressing and precarious living conditions. These laws, which lack adherence to 
fundamental international legal standards, have led to prolonged detention without 
charge or trial, restricted access to legal remedies, and an increased risk of torture and 
abuse, particularly for Tamil political detainees. 

This systemic failure is further evident in the rising number of prison-related deaths. 
From January 2024 to May 2025, at least 173 prison deaths have been reported due to 
neglect of illnesses, suicides, assaults, and other hazards. Most of these deaths high-
light the severe lack of healthcare facilities within the prisons. The death of an inmate 
at Boossa Prison, along with incidents involving the forced consumption of harmful 
substances and other related deaths, underscores the urgent need for proper medical 
care and supervision for prisoners.

Neglecting vulnerable categories of inmates within the prison system exposes them 
to various forms of abuse. In the women’s prison section, overcrowding, lack of sani-
tation facilities, compromised privacy, and limited access to maternal healthcare are 
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among the challenges faced by female inmates. Inmates with disabilities often have 
to rely on assistance from other prisoners due to inadequate accessibility and the lack 
of trained care staff. Transgender inmates face a heightened risk of systemic discrim-
ination and harassment due to the absence of policies addressing gender identity. El-
derly inmates also face a lack of age-appropriate medical care and support. Prisoners, 
including political detainees, often face language barriers, solitary confinement, and 
challenges in coping with systemic differences.

Justice has not been served for the Mahara and Welikada prison killings, and the vic-
tims continue to await accountability. Legal proceedings related to the Mahara Prison 
killing have been suspended, making it impossible to identify those responsible. This 
undermines both justice and accountability. Recent extrajudicial killings involving the 
police, particularly the shootings in Kakadu Island, highlight the extent of account-
ability gaps within law enforcement institutions.

This report emphasizes the urgent need for comprehensive reforms in Sri Lanka’s 
prison system. Key measures include updating the existing legal framework to align 
with international human rights standards, repealing the PTA, addressing prison 
overcrowding and improving infrastructure, increasing medical staff and healthcare 
services, enhancing protection for vulnerable groups, and establishing independent 
oversight and accountability mechanisms.

Ensuring the dignity, rights, and safety of prisoners in Sri Lanka, restoring public 
confidence in the justice system, and complying with international human rights ob-
ligations can only be achieved through policy continuity, adequate resources, and 
multi-stakeholder cooperation.
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Introduction

Although prisons were governed under the Prisons Ordinance and aligned with cer-
tain international obligations, detention facilities have remained severely problemat-
ic. Overcrowding, inadequate healthcare, prison violence, and systemic punishment 
have eroded the dignity and rights of inmates across the country. Vulnerable groups, 
including women, persons with disabilities, transgender inmates, and political de-
tainees, have been disproportionately affected due to neglect and abuse. High-profile 
incidents of prison deaths, torture, and institutional violence consistently reflect the 
failures in prison accountability and reform.

This report examines Sri Lanka’s prison system, focusing on the national legal frame-
work, infrastructure deficiencies, gaps in healthcare, patterns of abuse, the specific 
conditions of vulnerable groups, and a case study of the high-security Boossa Prison. 
This comprehensive analysis underscores the urgent need for systemic reforms in Sri 
Lanka’s prison practices to align them with international human rights standards and 
uphold the rule of law.
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National Legal Framework and International Standards

Sri Lanka’s prison system is primarily governed by the Prisons Ordinance of 1877 and 
its associated regulations. These legal provisions define the administrative structure 
of prisons, as well as the rights and responsibilities within them. However, many pro-
visions of the Prisons Ordinance have become outdated and are insufficient to cover 
contemporary human rights standards. This contributes to the operational and sys-
temic weaknesses currently observed. Moreover, the Prisons Ordinance has not been 
publicly disclosed on the Department of Prisons’ website, and the department has 
informed researchers that it is not authorized to make it publicly available.

Sri Lanka is a party to international human rights treaties, including the International 
Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR) and the United Nations Convention 
Against Torture (UNCAT). Sri Lanka is also expected to comply with the United Na-
tions Standard Minimum Rules for the Treatment of Prisoners (the Mandela Rules) 
regarding prison standards. These rules emphasize humane treatment of prisoners, 
adequate healthcare, non-discrimination, and protection from torture. However, Sri 
Lanka’s prison system cannot be considered fully compliant with the Mandela Rules.

The use of the Prevention of Terrorism Act (PTA), which has been repeatedly applied, 
exerts a profound impact by subordinating individual rights and severely affecting 
civil liberties. Introduced as a temporary law in 1979, this act remains in force and 
allows for prolonged detention. Under the PTA, detainees can be held for extended 
periods in detention centers or police custody without judicial oversight, significant-
ly increasing the risk of torture, abuse, and the violation of fundamental rights. This 
undermines Sri Lanka’s commitments to international human rights frameworks and 
creates an environment in which perpetrators of violations against detainees often 
escape accountability.

In summary, while the Prisons Ordinance and its regulations provide a formal legal 
framework within Sri Lanka’s national law, they are outdated and do not fully align 
with international standards. The failure to implement the Mandela Rules, the contin-
ued use of the PTA, and structural deficiencies in the prison system further exacerbate 
human rights violations.
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Overcrowding and Infrastructure Deficiencies

By 2025, Sri Lanka’s prisons will be facing severe overcrowding, operating at approx-
imately 280%–300% of their designed capacity. This situation is evident across pris-
ons nationwide. Cells designed to hold 3 or 4 inmates now accommodate up to 12 
prisoners.1

The overcrowding crisis further exacerbates deficiencies in ventilation and sanitation. 
Many prisons report blocked toilets, limited access to water, and a lack of privacy in 
cells. These conditions increase the risk of disease and severely undermine the physi-
cal and mental well-being of inmates. 2

According to the Department of Prisons’ 2023 annual report, the national overcrowd-
ing rate was recorded at 111%, while facilities at Vavuniya Remand Prison exceeded 
their capacity by 200% to 300%.3

This severe overcrowding has contributed to higher mortality rates, increased pris-
oner unrest, and escalating health problems. Similar issues were highlighted in an 
assessment conducted by a United Nations Special Rapporteur on Sri Lanka in 2016.4

A contributing factor to the overcrowding is the high number of inmates detained for 
minor drug-related offences. In 2019, approximately 51.9% of inmates were incarcer-
ated for drug-related offences, and 77% of them received sentences of less than six 
months, clearly indicating that the intended rehabilitative objectives were not being 
met. The absence of dedicated rehabilitation centers for drug offenders significantly 
contributes to prison overcrowding.5

Outdated infrastructure has further aggravated the overcrowding problem. Many 
prisons date back to the colonial era and have not undergone structural updates for 
decades. Cracked walls, collapsing roofs, poor ventilation, and inadequate lighting 
are common features of these detention facilities. Observations indicate that resource 
shortages and administrative delays have hindered repair and maintenance efforts.6

Staff shortages remain a persistent issue, with approximately 1,800 vacancies report-
ed by 2025. This shortage has hindered the management of inmate safety and the 
fulfilment of basic care responsibilities. The limited staff is insufficient to manage the 
growing inmate population, distribute food, coordinate healthcare, and maintain fa-
cilities.7

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Prison Deaths and the Failure of Healthcare Services

According to data compiled jointly by the Committee for the Protection of Prisoners’ 
Rights (CPRP) and the Centre for Society and Peace (CSR), at least 168 prisoners have 
died in Sri Lankan prisons between January and November 2024. Of these deaths, 
155 were due to illnesses, 9 were suicides, 2 resulted from assaults within prisons, and 
2 others were caused by accidents inside prison premises, according to the reports.

Between March and May 2025 alone, the CPRP reported five additional prison deaths, 
bringing the total number of reported prison deaths from January 2024 to May 2025 
to 173. These deaths highlight the serious weaknesses in the protection and care fa-
cilities within Sri Lankan prisons. Most of these deaths have occurred due to neglect-
ed medical conditions and delayed or inadequate medical interventions. In some in-
stances, the forced administration of harmful substances to inmates and the delay in 
providing basic medical treatment have severely worsened these conditions.

In recent times, isolated incidents within prisons have further illustrated these fail-
ures. On 19 March 2025, a 54-year-old inmate at the Magazine Prison died after al-
legedly being forced to drink salt water, and later, his wife filed a complaint alleging 
deliberate harm and delay in providing medical treatment. In April 2025, an inmate at 
Boosa High Security Prison died after being assaulted by another inmate, raising se-
rious concerns about security deficiencies. In May 2025, a remand prisoner detained 
at Akkunakolapelas Prison for contempt of court died following an assault within the 
prison, with medical reports confirming severe head injuries.

Institutional responses to these deaths have been inadequate, and investigations have 
faced allegations of lacking independence. In many cases, families of the victims have 
been denied access to medical or investigative reports, which constitutes a serious 
concern. This is often due to economic constraints, which prevent families from se-
curing legal representation to advocate on their behalf. As a result, family members 
often lack a proper understanding of court proceedings. To address this situation, the 
Committee for the Protection of Prisoners’ Rights (CPRP) has intervened to support 
families and victims during legal proceedings; however, the CPRP lacks sufficient re-
sources to cover all incidents.

In May 2025, regarding the case of the remand prisoner at Akkunakolapelas who died 
from assault, the Bar Association of Sri Lanka issued a public statement describing 
the prison deaths as a “serious institutional failure”, emphasizing that the protection 
of inmates’ rights and lives is an inalienable responsibility of the state.

There are numerous systemic weaknesses in healthcare that exist in such a way that 
the proximate causes of deaths cannot be determined. Many prisons operate with-
out adequate medical staff, essential medicines, or sufficient mental health support. 
Chronic illnesses and mental health conditions are often neglected, which has been 
observed as a contributing factor to a preventable number of deaths.

Examining this pattern of prison deaths highlights systemic neglect, institutional vi-
olence, and a punitive framework that endangers prisoners’ lives in Sri Lanka. The 
absence of structural reforms and accountability mechanisms has contributed to the 
escalation of prison mortality rates.
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Violence and Abuse

The Committee for the Protection of Prisoners’ Rights (CPRP) has documented a con-
tinuous pattern of violence and abuse in Sri Lanka’s prisons. The reported patterns 
of violence include physical assaults and the forced ingestion of harmful substances. 
These actions violate both national and international legal obligations, yet due to im-
punity, perpetrators have enjoyed protection from accountability. The consequence is 
that they are emboldened to commit further human rights violations.

According to reports by the Committee for the Protection of Prisoners’ Rights (CPRP) 
and the Centre for Social and Peaceful Development (CSR), individuals detained un-
der the Prevention of Terrorism Act (PTA) face a high risk to their lives and are often 
subjected to prolonged interrogations without judicial oversight. In many document-
ed cases, detainees have been subjected to various forms of physical abuse during 
interrogations.
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Vulnerable Population

In Sri Lanka’s prison system, women, persons with disabilities, transgender individ-
uals, elderly prisoners, and ethnic minorities face systematic neglect, as confirmed by 
the 2024 Department of Prisons statistics and the 2021–2025 National Prison Re-
form Implementation Plan.

According to the Department of Prisons, by the end of 2024, there were 1,471 female 
prisoners across Sri Lanka, with many prisons operating beyond their intended ca-
pacity. In major prisons such as Welikada, Bogambara, and Kalutara, overcrowd-
ing persists in the female sections, limiting access to sanitary facilities, privacy, and 
maternal health services. Although the prison reform plan set targets for improving 
health facilities in prisons, there is no visible evidence that these measures have been 
implemented.

Prisoners with disabilities are being held in facilities where basic legal provisions, 
such as accessibility and trained care, are lacking, as confirmed by the prison reform 
plan. Physically disabled prisoners often have to rely on other inmates or overbur-
dened staff for mobility assistance. This creates a harmful situation for their dignity 
and safety. In violation of the fundamental principles outlined in the Mandela Rules, 
there are no formal care protocols or structured medical assistance programs for dis-
abled prisoners.

Since Sri Lanka’s prison regulations do not have policies recognizing the gender iden-
tity of transgender prisoners, they face systemic discrimination. Transgender individ-
uals are often placed in male or female wards based solely on their legal documents, 
which exposes them to a higher risk of violence and abuse. Although the Prison Re-
form Plan has recognized this issue, no steps have yet been taken to establish guide-
lines or dedicated facilities for transgender prisoners.

According to consultations with LGBTQ+ rights groups, the CPRP has documented 
that transgender prisoners in Sri Lanka face significant abuses and arbitrary treat-
ment due to the lack of dedicated facilities and regulations. In general, transgender 
prisoners are placed in prison wards based on the gender listed on their legal docu-
ments rather than their biologically recognized gender identity. This results in trans-
gender women being placed in male prison wards, where they are exposed to verbal 
abuse, physical violence, and psychological trauma.

The number of elderly female prisoners has been steadily increasing, yet they are de-
tained in prisons that are not adapted to age-related needs such as medical care, mo-
bility assistance, or dietary requirements. The absence of specialized services contrib-
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utes to the deterioration of their health conditions.

Tamil and politically affiliated female prisoners, especially those detained under the 
Prevention of Terrorism Act (PTA), have been reported to face differential treatment. 
Tamil-speaking detainees encounter language barriers when accessing legal and 
health services, and they are often transferred to distant prisons, which hinders their 
ability to meet with family members.

Finally, the prison population belonging to Sri Lanka’s indigenous communities has 
been neglected due to overcrowding and inadequate health and welfare services. Al-
though national policies acknowledge their needs, many of the necessary reforms have 
not been implemented.
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Prison Riots

Although large-scale prison riots did not occur in 2025, the overall atmosphere within 
Sri Lanka’s prison system remains tense and unstable. Neglect, violence, and over-
crowding have caused psychological distress among various inmates, creating an en-
vironment ripe for protests and potential riots within prisons.

One of the most notable incidents in 2025 was the death of two suspects in police cus-
tody on Kakkaitheevu Island in February 2025. It was the first alleged extrajudicial 
killing reported after the establishment of the new government. It was the first alleged 
extrajudicial killing reported after the establishment of the new government. It was 
the first alleged extrajudicial killing incident to occur following the establishment of 
the new government. The shooting occurred without following the Supreme Court 
guidelines that must be observed when taking suspects to recover weapons. These 
killings have raised serious concerns regarding the use of torture against suspects and 
have highlighted the failures within the criminal justice system. The CPRP and affil-
iated organizations are monitoring the legal proceedings related to this incident and 
have called for full transparency and adherence to the Supreme Court’s guidelines.

In addition, the death of Sathsara Nimesh while in police custody at Welikada in April 
2025 stands as a stark example of the systemic nature of torture and abuse within 
police custody. Although a death inquest was initiated in April 2025, by July 2025, no 
clear report had been shared with the family members or the public. The CPRP has 
undertaken an independent investigation into his death and is advocating for appro-
priate legal action against those responsible.

These incidents highlight the widespread brutality and institutional failures occurring 
within Sri Lanka’s prison system and police custody. Although large-scale prison riots 
like the 2020 Mahara incident did not occur, the underlying causes of unrest—such as 
overcrowding, abuse, and systemic neglect—remain prevalent. To prevent further vi-
olence and the risk of state-perpetrated brutality, urgent prison reforms and effective 
oversight are required.

Impunity: Mahara and Welikada Prison Mass Killings

The lack of accountability for the perpetrators of the Mahara and Welikada prison 
killings highlights the Sri Lankan state’s failure to uphold justice and protect human 
rights. There is no one held responsible for these killings that occurred within the pris-
ons. In November 2020, during unrest triggered by COVID-19 conditions at Mahara 
Prison, 11 detainees were shot and killed. This incident reached a critical turning point 
in 2024–2025. In 2023, according to the conclusions of the Weliweriya Magistrate, 
it was confirmed that detainees were shot in the head, chest, and abdomen, resulting 
in their deaths. This incident constitutes an unlawful use of force. However, by the 
end of 2024, the Attorney General’s Department ordered the Criminal Investigation 
Department (CID) to suspend all investigation and case assignment procedures. This 
decision undermined the prospects for legal accountability, contravening existing 
court orders. Although legal proceedings were initiated regarding the 2012 Welikada 
prison massacre, ultimately, no one was held accountable for the incident. This clearly 
demonstrates that it is unreasonable to expect that successive governments have en-
sured justice for the prisoners. 
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In response, the CPRP filed a writ petition (CA/WRIT/839/24) against the Attorney 
General’s Department, which has now been submitted to the Court of Appeal. This writ 
petition highlights the critical role of civil society in raising its voice against state-led 
obstructions to justice and underscores the importance of taking legal action against 
those responsible for prison killings. The Attorney General’s extraordinary interven-
tion serves as a clear example of repeated state support for impunity.

Similarly, in the 2012 Welikada prison massacre, justice has not been served for the 
inmates who were killed even more than a decade later. Although the three-judge 
Supreme Court imposed the death penalty on one convict, he was later acquitted on 
appeal. However, the media widely reported that the Minister intervened to honor 
the service of the prison commissioners who had been sentenced to death for the 
Welikada prison massacre. This action highlights the entrenched culture of impunity 
surrounding prison brutality in Sri Lanka.

Specifically, in mid-2025, after the Magistrate of Balapitiya ordered the arrest of an 
STF officer in connection with charges of murdering a suspect, the Attorney General 
decided to suspend the legal proceedings. However, media reports indicated that se-
nior military officers requested the new government to grant leniency to the accused 
officials.
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Boossa Prison

Boossa Prison is officially classified as a high-security prison, and there has been sig-
nificant criticism regarding the treatment of inmates and the structural conditions, 
which have reportedly subjected prisoners to considerable hardship and distress. The 
Special Task Force (STF) has been deployed to operate within Boossa Prison; howev-
er, these officers, lacking proper experience or training to interact with inmates, have 
been responsible for severe human rights violations reported from the facility.

According to reports from inmates, they are kept in detention cells for prolonged pe-
riods, with only selected prisoners being allowed brief periods outside the cells each 
day. As a result, many inmates have very limited access to outdoor spaces and are kept 
in isolation in their cells for extended periods.

Inmates report that access to healthcare services at Boossa Prison is inadequate. Ac-
cording to the Department of Prisons reports, only one full-time medical officer was 
available to serve the entire inmate population. According to the official 2024 De-
partment of Prisons report, delays in medical referrals and treatments are acknowl-
edged due to challenges in supplies and staffing. In April 2025, a female inmate who 
sustained injuries from a sharp weapon inside the prison died due to delayed medi-
cal intervention, highlighting the prison’s incapacity to adequately respond to urgent 
medical needs, which has not received sufficient attention.

It has been reported that these inmates are subjected to prolonged solitary confine-
ment, with limited access to legal recourse and the use of arbitrary disciplinary mea-
sures. Additionally, their contact with family members and friends is severely re-
stricted. Only the closest family members are allowed to meet the detainees, and the 
Committee for the Protection of Prisoners’ Rights (CPRP) has been informed of in-
stances where even these family members were subjected to various forms of abuse, 
with requests made for such practices to be stopped. Police Special Task Force (STF) 
officers have faced allegations of these abuses, and according to some reports, these 
officers subjected female family members of the detainees to sexual harassment or 
inappropriate sexual conduct.

On 19 February 2025, at the Colombo Fort Magistrate’s Court No. 5, Ganemulla San-
jeewa, also known as Sajeewa Kumara Samararatne, was shot dead. This individual 
was also being held at Bussa Prison, and there are serious allegations that a series 
of killings, including this murder, were planned from within the prison, with the in-
volvement of security personnel.

Additionally, detainees have been subjected to extremely inhumane treatment during 
interventions by the Police Special Task Force (STF). Physical assaults and arbitrary 
punishments are prevalent in this context. In some instances, Police Special Task 
Force (STF) officers have reportedly entered prison cells armed, under the pretext 
of conducting inspections. Detainees have stated that these officers intimidate them 
by displaying their weapons, subjecting them to severe psychological distress. These 
conditions have severely deteriorated the mental well-being of detainees. Our assess-
ment indicates that, to a large extent, these circumstances contributed to a detainee 
taking their own life at Boossa Prison on 26 June 2025. Additionally, between April 
and June 2025, two deaths occurred at Boossa Prison within a span of two months.
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However, the deployment of the Police Special Task Force has exacerbated the con-
ditions within Boossa Prison, and it remains unclear what explicit legal provisions 
govern the use of the Special Task Force within the prison.
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Budget 2025

The 2025 National Budget presented by the Ministry of Finance of Sri Lanka high-
lights several key proposals aimed at the prison system, prisoner welfare, and struc-
tural reforms. These proposals focus on improving living conditions, ensuring ade-
quate health and rehabilitation services, and implementing systematic institutional 
reforms within correctional facilities. Although the allocations are limited compared 
to the systemic challenges within the prison system, the government has identified 
key areas for intervention, focusing on prisoner rehabilitation and overcrowding re-
duction. These targeted interventions aim to address structural issues and improve 
overall prison management despite budgetary constraints.

Recognizing the severe conditions caused by overcrowding in prisons and the urgent 
need for rehabilitation, the government has proposed a special program aimed at en-
hancing prisoners’ skills development to improve their employment prospects. This 
initiative seeks to equip inmates with practical abilities for successful reintegration 
into society.

As highlighted in the budget speech,

Currently, there are approximately 30,000 inmates across 37 prisons in the coun-
try. About 65% of these inmates are under 40 years of age, representing the prime 
of their employability. Accordingly, it is proposed to conduct skills development and 
vocational training programs in collaboration with professional training institutions, 
providing relevant vocational qualifications that align with the labour market.”

To implement this program, the existing allocation has been increased by LKR 100 
million, specifically targeting skills development and vocational training for inmates.

This initial allocation aims to promote the economic rehabilitation of inmates and re-
duce recidivism rates. However, the implementation timelines, targeted facilities, and 
monitoring mechanisms have yet to be clearly defined.

Although not explicitly framed as a prison reform initiative, the budget allocates LKR 
500 million for the national drug prevention and rehabilitation program. This pro-
gram includes:

•	 Awareness campaigns
•	 Rehabilitation, including counseling services
•	 Social reintegration and rehabilitation of drug offenders
•	 Strengthened law enforcement measures

According to previous reports, approximately 51.9% of the convicted population is 
imprisoned for minor drug-related offenses. Therefore, the success of this program is 
expected to have a significant positive impact on reducing prison overcrowding and 
enhancing rehabilitation prospects.

The budget also introduces specific welfare measures targeting children and youth in 
government detention homes, certified schools, and rehabilitation centers. Although 
separated from adult prisons, this measure reflects the government’s commitment to 
improving conditions within detention institutions. 
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The main allocations include:

•	 LKR 500 million is allocated for the reform and improvement of childcare and 
juvenile detention centers.

•	 LKR 250 million allocated to establish a child-friendly transportation system 
for children in institutional care, including those under prison rehabilitation.

•	 LKR 1,000 million allocated for social protection and housing support for or-
phaned children and youth in institutional custody.

These allocations target child and youth welfare, yet they also highlight the broader 
systemic challenges present across prison environments throughout Sri Lanka. 

Several proposed national reform measures in the 2025 budget could indirectly ben-
efit the prison sector:

•	 Public sector recruitment allocation: The 2025 budget allocates LKR 10,000 
million for essential public service roles. If prioritized for filling the 1,800 va-
cancies in the Department of Prisons, this could provide significant support to 
the sector.

•	 Development of health infrastructure: The 2025 budget provides a significant 
increase of LKR 604,000 million for the national health system. If coordination 
between the Ministry of Health and the Department of Prisons is strengthened, 
this could improve access to healthcare services for detainees.

•	 Provision of assistive devices for persons with diverse abilities: With an allo-
cation of LKR 500 million, there is an opportunity to extend these benefits to 
detainees with disabilities a group that has been largely overlooked within the 
current prison welfare framework.

Given the structural deficiencies and the scale of human rights challenges highlighted 
in this annual report, the current allocations are insufficient to bring about transfor-
mative change within the prison system. However, the clear focus on skills develop-
ment and the rehabilitation of inmates signals a partial policy shift toward addressing 
the socio-economic roots of incarceration and recidivism.

The 2025 government budget signals steps toward inmate rehabilitation and systemic 
reforms through targeted initiatives in skills development and drug prevention. These 
initiatives must now be implemented with transparency, ensuring civil society par-
ticipation, clear guidelines, and outcome monitoring. Only then can meaningful im-
pact be guaranteed. Future budgets should prioritize comprehensive prison reforms, 
infrastructure development, improved health services, and welfare interventions to 
protect the rights and dignity of detainees in Sri Lanka.
